PINGAWINGS PRE-SCHOOL

KEY WORKER SYSTEM
The key worker system ensures that each member of staff has a small number of children to relate to in an individual way.

The key worker will ensure that, within the overall curriculum of the group, an individual play plan meets the needs of each of their children. This does not mean that the key worker will shadow their children throughout their time in the group or that nobody else will get to know them. It just ensures that for each child in the group, someone is responsible for creating a special awareness of the needs and problems of that one child.

THE KEY WORKER WILL:

Assist the child to settle in the pre-school by:

· Introducing the child and parents to the pre-school.

· Talking with parents before their child attends pre-school.

· Keeping a watchful eye on the child during the first few sessions.

· Greeting the child at the beginning of each session, assisting the child to the pre-school as necessary.

Provide for the emotional needs of the child, offering comfort and reassurance if the child is in any distress.

Offer any necessary physical care for the child such as assistance with toileting.

Plan, using observations and in conjunction with the child’s parents/carers, the play plan for each child, ensuring that account is taken of each child’s race, culture, religion and family values.

Develop a day to day report with parents, encouraging them to contribute their own expertise and informing them about their child’s activities in the group and being available, especially at the beginning and of each session, to answer any questions.

If necessary, together with the parents, make links with statutory or professional personal.
